Medical Students – Annotation for RxTract

GEMINI (www.geminimedicine.ca) is a “made-in-Ontario” data platform and Canada's largest hospital clinical data research network. We have collected data for >2.4 million admissions (constituting > 20 billion data points) from more than 35 hospitals in all regions of Ontario (caring for >65% of Ontarians), enabling research about quality of care and patient outcomes. The GEMINI data platform supports >1000 researchers, clinicians and students from all across Ontario, with >100 active projects. GEMINI has become a system-wide resource for research, quality measurement and innovations in hospital care, including in the areas of Artificial Intelligence and advanced data analytics, and supports the training of a wide variety of highly qualified personnel.

Position Overview:
Our team is seeking two motivated medical students to contribute to the development of RxTract, an applied clinical AI project at GEMINI. GEMINI currently captures inpatient medication data in structured form. However, medications at the time of hospital admission are often recorded only as unstructured free text within admission clinical notes. RxTract aims to develop and evaluate a Large Language Model (LLM) tool that can accurately extract admission medication information from these notes and convert it into a structured, analyzable format. Successful completion of this project will shine light on preadmission commodities and prescription behaviours at admission, with findings prepared for peer-reviewed publication.
The students will:
· Identify and assess admission clinical notes and their qualities
· Manually annotate medication and related metadata from sampled admission clinical notes
· Evaluate and assess synthetically generated clinical notes
· Review and analyze errors from the LLM
· Assist in literature review and scientific writing in preparation for peer-review publication
· Help with some qualitative and quantitative analysis as needed

The student will work under the supervision of GEMINI data scientists and collaboration with the 2026-04 Research Student- RxTract Development, and will be expected to provide regular progress updates and presentations to the team.

The hired student will be a part of Unity Health’s Keenan Research Summer Student Program, and expected salary range is $18.09 - $22.61 per hour. 

Key Responsibilities:
· Understand and clarify how to define admission clinical notes at GEMINI
· Provide medical knowledge in assessing and interpreting medications and clinical notes
· Ensure consistent annotation strategies with the other student
· Annotate medications and related metadata from sampled admission clinical notes
· Conduct literature review and author scientific content for publication
· Participate in team meetings and regular one-on-one check-ins with the supervisor
· Present project updates and final results to the GEMINI team and fellow summer students
· Collaborate with data scientists and clinical experts to ensure methodological and clinical relevance
